They have
teamed up with award-winning creative guru
Nicholas Jennings based in Aniane, France and
created Sharini Parfums Naturels.Their products are
100% natural, and certified organic.

The artisan company has had an intensive
investigation of its products and methods, and is
recognized by EcoCert, one of the largest organic
certification organizations in the world. This
guarantees no use of pesticides or insecticides.
They produce only 5000 perfume bottles a year.
Quality is their by-word. Danny explains, “We use
only organically certified essential oils, extremely
precious ingredients such as Jasmine flowers, Iris
rhizomes dried for three years, and Hibiscus seeds
of which 4000 are needed for each bottle. We work
with nature, not against it.” Nicholas, who has spent
years formulating and developing his exclusive
range adds, “I believe that scent has the power
to penetrate consciousness with pure pleasure.
Unfortunately, modern synthetic perfumes
overpower the senses. They have a life force that
can only be found in living things.” For the giant
international brands the name of the game is
‘Packaging’ Super-celebrity endorsements; massive
television and print advertising, and ever more
ornate and expensive bottles and wrappings.
